Junko Masumi

Professor, Institute of Business Law and Comparative Law & Politics

My name is Junko Masumi. I was appointed professor at the Institute of Business
Law and Comparative Law and Politics on April 1st of this year. Since graduating
from this university in 1997, I have worked in the legal department of Toppan

Printing Co., Ltd., one of the largest printing companies in Japan, for 26 years.

At the time when I joined Toppan Printing, its overseas sales ratio was only 3%,
and was a very domestic company. However, it sponsored me to study abroad at
Georgetown University Law Center to obtain an LL.M, and I was able to pass the
NY state bar exam. After returning to Japan, I worked on various international
legal projects, including cross-border M&As in various size, license negotiations,
and dispute resolutions. Through repeated M&A and overseas expansion, the company increased its overseas sales
ratio to over 30%, and expanded its international legal team to more than 10 including two overseas expats and
three inhouse lawyers by the time I left the company. Also, in order to create new businesses, the company focused
on startup investment. I participated as a member of the Investment Committee since 2015 and have screened

investments in over 50 startups and overseen the contracts related to the transaction.

In the meanwhile, I was appointed the head of the legal and intellectual property department. By working with over
140 members in IP, Compliance, Legal and BCP (Business Continuity Plan) Departments, I was able to broaden my
knowledge in various corporate activities. I was also lucky to be appointed the first female executive officer. It gave me

the chance to participate in various business operations and decision-making at the management level.

In an effort to assist the company in the time of transition, I had proposed and implemented an in-house training
program for future executives to enable them to promote and participate in cross-border transactions. I recognize
that this is an important issue not only for the company, but for the industry as a whole, to train its workforce and to
equip them with literacy in international legal matters. I would like to help prepare young people in Japan to be able
to play an active role in promoting business globally. I would also like to convey to students, the fun and excitement

of international business that I experienced while working for the company.

Finally, I myself would like to pursue broader and deeper knowledge that I have not been able to touch due to my
daily work, and be able to provide it in a form that is useful in practice. Also, through interacting with colleagues on

campus and collaborating with business sector, I hope to help the industry to make better use of the university's rich

resources and connect with the university more broadly.
